HHPOA – April 10, 2007


Angus called the Meeting to order at 7:08 P.M.

In Attendance:  Gary, Frank, Angus, Jim, Nancy, Sara, and Joan.

The meeting began with the introduction of Officer Pete.  He discussed the following points:

1.  What can we do as a homeowners association and as homeowners to help the police department do their job?

Be a nosy neighbor.  Observe and call the police when appropriate.  248-433-7755 is the non- emergency number

2.  Is there any type of restriction regarding cars being parked on the streets overnight or for an extended period of time?
Not much can be done about legally parked cars with current tabs that are not obviously abandoned.  Call on suspicious vehicles.

3.  A big concern is speeding thru the sub.  Streets such as Satterlee, Hickory Hgts. W. Orchard Hill, and Orchard Hill are conducive to speeding.  What can HHPOA do to minimize speeding?

Note the license plate tag, time, date and location. The police will send a generic letter to the registered owner.

4.  How often should we expect to see police cars patrolling our neighborhood?  Is there a minimum number of times they will drive through each week/month?

Patrols vary by design; there is not a regular schedule.

5.  When contractors are working on our homes, is it reasonable to ask about criminal backgrounds, etc?  How would we know?

The Knox box for keys is used in the township.

Architectural Review Committee:

Joan presented drawings for an addition to 987 Hickory Heights, the Burns residence.  The plans were approved and signed.

Review of the April 13, 2007 Minutes:  Gary moved that Nancy’s name be added to those in attendance.  Seconded by Jim.  Approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  Frank reported a balance of $16,455.62 at the end of March 2007.  This total includes two deposits for dues.  The number of homeowner units that have paid their dues is at 68%.

Old Business:

1.  The survey of homeowners was approved.  It will be mailed with the newsletter prior to the garage sale.  The survey will also be available on the HHPOA website.

Gary moved, seconded by Sara that an expenditure of $160 be allowed for a web hosting company for the HHPOA page.  The hosting company should have a tool to allow board to easily make changes.  Approved.

New Business:

1.  There was verbal approval for and expenditure for the entrance landscaping.  

2.  On March 23 Angus and Robert, of Eastover Farms association, met with the township regarding the water project.

a. The roads were videotaped prior to the onset of the project.  They will be spot patched.

b. By June 1, 2007 90% of the restoration will be done.  The township officials also are hoping that the lawns will also be done by this date.

c. The old hydrants will be removed.

d.  Gatewells still need to be removed from the old water line.

e.  Asphalt repairs will be the last phase of the project.

f.  Upcoming, as the seasonal weight restriction limit is lifted, expect road and culvert cleaning.

g.  The county will interview for road replacement only when the roads are in extremely poor condition.  In the mean time the Township will do piece repairs.

3.  Frank reported that a postage meter would cost $12.00 per month with a year contract required.  It was suggested that contacting the United Home Owners might offer help.  Sara volunteered to investigate the USPD mailing used successfully by local businesses.

4.  Clean Sweep:  The weekend of April 21-22 Bloomfield Township residents are invited to participate in cleaning out debris from alongside the roadways.  It is hoped that the Wattles and Adams roadsides may be cleaned.

Frank moved, seconded by Sara, to adjourn.  Approved.  Meeting adjourned at 9:11 P.M.
